G.  Why did God particularly choose 
70 
 years?

1)  Every 
SEVENTH
 year was to be a year of rest for the land.  The land was not to be touched (i.e. no tilling, sowing, or reaping).

2)  However, after Saul was chosen king, Israel began to 
NEGLECT 
 this law and failed to keep it for a period of 490 years (which covered the period of reign for all the kings).  Thus:

C. Daniel was considered “greatly beloved” (or a man of desires) by God because he deeply desired the things of God.

G. Determining the length of 
TIME

.  
“Seventy weeks are determined…” – Verse 24a.

1)  Week – a Hebrew idiom meaning “
SEVEN
“.

2)  Determined – meaning “  DECREED  “ or “
MARKED   
OFF
“.

3)  Thus we have: “Seventy 
SEVENS
 are 
DECREED
…”

4) 
It is commonly agreed among expositors that these weeks are weeks of   YEARS  , 

    
thus:


a)  1 day =    ONE
 year.


b)  1 week (7 days) = 
SEVEN
 years.


c)  70 x 7 years = 
490
  years.


d)  
To confirm this truth we refer to the following scriptures:

H. Who the 490 years are decreed for – Verse 24a.
1)  “Upon thy people” - 
JUDAH
.

2)  “…upon thy holy city” - 
JERUSALEM
.

3)  First of all, this refers to the natural people and city, but will end in touching the whole world. 


C.  The 
PURPOSE

 of the determined 490 years – Verse 24.



1)  To finish the TRANSGRESSION  - i.e. to shut up, restrain, finish, withhold, 


and put an end to lawlessness, 


rebellion, and revolt.


2)  To make an end of 
SINS
 - i.e. to finish,  bring to a conclusion, 



seal up, lock up, the root and 



fruit of sins.


3)  To make reconciliation for       INIQUITY
 - i.e. to cover, cleanse, make an 



atonement or appeasement 



for perverseness, lawless-



ness, and vanity.


4)  To bring in everlasting RIGHTEOUSNESS
 - i.e. to bring in eternal uprightness, 




justice, and righteousness.


5)  To seal up the VISION    and 
PROPHECY  
 - i.e. to complete, shut 





up, finish, fulfill, 





seal and conclude. 


6)  To anoint the  MOST   HOLY  - i.e. a place and not a person; to be considered later in 


this study. 

Note: At the close of this study we will view these clauses in light of the whole completed picture of this Seventy week prophecy. 


D.  The 
DIVISION
 of the 70 weeks of years (490) – Verses 25-27.

1)  Seven weeks of years – 7 x 7 =    49   years (Vs. 25).









2) Threescore (3/20) and two weeks – 62 x 7 =      434
 years (Vs. 25).







3) One week (7 years) divided into two ½ weeks – 3 ½ yrs. + 3 ½ yrs. =   7  years

(Vs. 27).









E.  The 
STARTING

 point – “the going forth of the commandment” – Verse 25a.

1)  Daniel is understanding by books that the 
70
 years of captivity in Babylon should now be complete.

2)  However, one thing yet remains unfulfilled, the 
RETURN
 of the Jews to their homeland.

3)  Thus, Daniel intercedes on behalf of the people in response to what Jeremiah prophesied they should do.

4)  He prays for the fulfillment of Jeremiah’s prophesy regarding the

(Jerusalem) and the people (Judah).

7)  The 70 weeks shown Daniel involves the 
PEOPLE
 and the


holy    CITY
  (Daniel 9:24).  Thus, Cyrus fulfills the part of giving the commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem.

Note: Three subsequent decrees came to maintain this restoration of Jerusalem and Judah:  Darius (Ezra 6) – Artaxerxes (Ezra 7) – Artaxerxes again (Nehemiah 2).





F.  The time unto “
MESSIAH

 the Prince” – Verse 25.

1)  The division of the weeks between Cyrus’ command and the manifestation of the Messiah:

a)  “…from the…commandment...unto Messiah…shall be 
SEVEN  weeks, and 
SIXTY    -    TWO 
 weeks…” (Vs. 25).  



Thus: 
49 years (  7 weeks)




     +  434 years (62 weeks) 




     =  483 years (69 weeks) 

b) This shows us then that there was a total of 
483    years between the decree of Cyrus and the manifestation of the Messiah.







Note:  The 49 year section covers the historical and prophetical books of the restoration period:

The 434 year section covers the “years of silence” (i.e. no revelation from God, no prophetic voice) which was broken by Gabriel when he appeared to Zacharias and Mary (Luke 1).  

2)  Jesus was revealed as Messiah the Prince at the age of 
30     when he was baptized by John and then anointed with the Holy Ghost.

c)  Commonly accepted by chronologers that Jesus was born in 4 B.C. puts His “anointing” as Messiah at 
26
A.D.  This now helps to establish dates on our time chart by working BACKWARD from Messiah’s date.  Subtracting the 483 years (69 weeks) from the time of the anointing will show us the approximate time of Cyrus’ decree, the commencement of this prophecy:














Note:  It becomes necessary at this point to let the student know that “traditionally” the date 457 B.C. falls on Artaxerxes’ decree (Ezra 7).  In other words, historical chronologers date Cyrus’ decree in 536 B.C.  This leaves us with a conflict of a 79 years difference.  It all narrows down to one thing:  Secular Chronology Vs. Biblical Chronology.  Which do we believe?  Let it further be noted that in Martin Anstey’s “Chronology of the Old Testament” he states that there are no historical records in existence that can give us the time periods covering history from Cyrus to Alexander.  He also states that Claudius Ptolmaeus (a Secular Chronologist) guessed the time of history of the Persian kings from Cyrus to Alexander.  The Bible is the only accurate historical record of this time period and Cyrus is the man who fits in this time slot of 457 B.C.

G.  The restoration was to be done in “
TROUBLOUS

Flavius Josephus wrote a work entitled, “Jewish Antiquities”.  It is a twenty volume history of his people from their beginning to the close of Nero’s reign.  Josephus was an eye-witness of the siege and fall of Jerusalem in A.D. 70 and gives about 200 pages of its events in his writings.  He describes the horrendous acts of the Jewish people while in the siege (a fulfillment of the curses of the law in Deuteronomy 28:45-68) and tells of the 97,000 that were taken as slaves and over 1,100,000 that were slain.  Truly this was a time of desolation. 


J.  Jesus the Messiah confirms the 

COVENANT
 with many – Verse 27a.



1)  And HE (
MESSIAH

 the Prince) shall confirm the covenant…”



It  has been suggested by some expositors that “he” in this verse is referring to the Antichrist of whom they also believe is the one who shall come and destroy the city and the sanctuary (vs. 26b).  This reason is weak from two positions:  1) It has already been clear that the “prince to come with his people to destroy the city…” was Prince Titus and the Roman armies.  2) The remaining context of this sentence connected with “he shall confirm” points to the Messiah (dealt with under point K). 

2) “And he shall confirm the COVENANT…”

a)  Another weakness in believing this is the Antichrist shows up when we consider the concept of covenant.  Where in the Bible did Satan ever have a covenant?  Covenant is upheld through the merit and integrity of faithfulness.  Satan has no integrity, he is a liar (the same with his “son of perdition” – the Antichrist). 




b)  On the other hand, it is God who is the covenant 
MAKER
 and keeper.  He was the originator of nine major covenants in the Bible, the greatest and most comprehensive being the ABRAHAMIC COVENANT.

c)  It is the 
ABRAHAMIC
 Covenant that Jesus came to confirm.

d) Not only did Jesus confirm the Abrahamic covenant, He also brought in the New Covenant which was the “chief promise” of the Abrahamic Covenant.

4)  “And he (the Messiah) shall confirm the covenant with many for ONE WEEK”




a)  This week is a week of 
YEARS
.  It is the last week (seven years) of the 70 week prophecy.  

b) It would not be inconsistent to say that Jesus began to confirm this covenant (the Abrahamic) at His “anointing” and continues to do so until -  His Return.













K.  Jesus was cut off “in the 
MIDST


 of the week” – Verse 27b.


1)  After Jesus was anointed as “Messiah the Prince”, He ministered for 
3 ½ 
 years and then was crucified.  In other words “in the midst” of the LAST WEEK of years.






2) Jesus and the gospel of John both attest to a ministry of 3 ½ years (the first half of the last week) after which then Jesus was cut off.
Luke 13:6-10 (with John1:11, Matthew 21:33-43)

John 2:13 -  1ST PASSOVER
John 5:1 
- 2ND PASSOVER
John 6:4 
- 3RD PASSOVER
John 13:1  - 4TH PASSOVER
3) “…in the midst of the week he (the Messiah) shall cause the sacrifice and oblation to CEASE…”

a)  When Jesus said on the cross, “it is finished” (John 19:30), ALL sacrifices and oblations of the Old Covenant (Testament) were finished and no longer acceptable to God.

b) Jesus ended the law (the Mosaic Covenant) and brought it to completion.  Thus His death on the cross was to be (in God’s eyes) the last acceptable sacrifice.

L.  The overspreading of 
ABOMINATIONS

  - Verse 27c.
1)  “Overspreading” means:  
WINGS
 and 
BORDERS
.  It implies a stretched out wing spreading over, or a skirt that is spread out and over, i.e. covering over.  More distinctly expressed from edge to edge, or border to border, i.e. the edge of extremity or extreme edges. 
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This has also been correctly translated “the WING of abominations”.

2)  The idea “edge to edge” is referring to a 
PERIOD
 of 
TIME

.



Daniel 9:24 - 
70 weeks (a framework of time) are 
DETERMINED (FIXED)
.



Hebrews 11:3 – “worlds (Gk. aion- 
AGES ) were framed”.

4) “and for the overspreading (wing) of ABOMINATIONS he shall make it DESOLATE…”

a. The abomination was the insolent rejection of the   SACRIFICE  of the Lamb of God by the Jews.  They chose their own way and would not accept God’s ultimate and final sacrifice.

b. The abomination of continued sacrifices and oblations brought desolation upon the Jews.  Jesus warned them of this referring to this prophecy.

Note: These four areas of desolation are a FULFILLMENT of what the prophet Moses wrote in Leviticus 26:30-33.

5) Conclusion of this point:

When the Jews rejected the one (Jesus) who would “cause the sacrifice and oblation to cease”, they continued sacrificing under the Mosaic economy and thus brought judgment (desolations) upon themselves for their abominations.  Since the destruction in 70 A.D., the Jewish system (i.e. temple, priesthood, and sacrifices) has been made DESOLATE to this day.

3)  Note both 1) and 2) refer to the same chapter references.  Much of Christ’s prophetic word  in these chapters found fulfillment in 70 A.D., yet will also spread over (overspread) to the end of the age (or 70th week). 


N.  “And that determined shall be poured upon the 
DESOLATE

“ – Verse 27e.
1)  Determined – meaning: “
DECREED
“ or “marked off”.

2)  Something decreed and designated by God shall be 
POURED
 upon the desolate.   In the scriptures there are basically two things poured out:


a) 

BLESSINGS
 (OBEDIENCE) 

 - Isaiah 44:3


b) 

CURSINGS
(DISOBEDIENCE)

 - Ezekiel 22:22,31

3) Since something determined is being poured out at the consummation (end) upon the desolate, it is obvious that the Jewish age and system ended in 70 A.D. with an outpouring of God’s wrath because they rejected their Messiah.  In the same way God will deal with those who reject His Son at the end of the age.  Thus it is determined that God’s wrath will be POURED out.

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4) Other translations have translated the word “desolate” as DESOLATOR.  Since these translations are accepted on this word, it is believed that this judgment that is poured out will culminate upon the “desolator” of the whole world, the Antichrist.  Thus, desolator, could very well refer to the Antichrist in the book of the Revelation which now brings us to our next point. 
               O.  The final 


 of the 70th week; where is it?

1) The problem:  Gabriel takes Daniel from the start of the 70 weeks up to 69  ½   weeks (i.e. “the midst” of the last week) and leaves him there without an explanation of what happens in or to the final half of the 70th week.

2) The answer:    Where else in scripture do we find a time period of 3 ½ years? It is found in the “companion volume” of Daniel which is the



 



 of The 



.  



a)  Daniel 7:25 – Time, Times, and half a Time.

b)  Daniel 9:27 – “midst of the week” – ½ wk?




c)  Daniel 12:7 – Time, Times, and half a time.

Note:  It has been taught by some that the 70th week (7 years) is found at the end of the age (i.e. the 1st and last half of the 70th week back to back).  However, let it be noted that not once is a complete “seven year” period mentioned in either the book of Daniel or the book of The Revelation.  Only a 3 ½ year period is seen and they all refer to the SAME 3 ½ years. 

P.  The 


BREACH


 principle. 

1) Placing the last half of the 70th week at the end of the age leaves us with a huge gap between the cross and the return of Christ.  Many question this gap and wonder why the prophecy does not remain CONTINUOUS in the unfolding of the weeks of years.  This breach of time presents a problem.





2) This subject of a breach of time when looking at God’s promises or prophecy is not uncommon in the Bible.  For example: 

a)  Breach of promise concerning entering the 
PROMISED LAND   .

 Numbers 14:26-34

b)  Breach of time concerning the 
FIRST

 and 
SECOND
 coming of Jesus.

3) What about the “gap” in the 70 week prophecy itself concerning the destruction of Jerusalem in 70 A.D.

4) Thus the “breach” principle or gap between the first and last half of the 70th week is a scripturally valid concept.
